Mayor de la Rosa introduced Rey Oropez, Emilio de los Santos, Homer Gallegos and
Tony Cordova, representatives of the Veterans Alliance.

Comments were heard from Mr. Oropez, Mr. de los Santos, Mr. Cordova and stated their
goal was to bring a veterans hospital to the valley and requested a resolution of support from the

city.

de la Rosa) Possible action.

Motion was made by Mayor Pro-Tem Cuellar and seconded by Commissioner Rodriguez
to approve Resolution No. 2010-13 as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

For the record, Resolution No. 2010-13 reads as follows:

RESOLUTION NO. 2010-13

STATE OF TEXAS § A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF THE VETERANS
COUNTY OF HIDALGO §  ALLIANCE OF THE RIO GRANDE VALLEY
CITY OF WESLACO §

WHEREAS, approximately 1.7 million veterans currently live in Texas; and

WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs operates only nine-in-patient veterans’ hospitals in
Texas - in Amarillo, Big Spring, Bonham, Dallas, Houston, Kerrville, San Antonio, Temple, and Waco - but none in
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the Rio Grande Valley, that according to the U.S. Census Bureau, is one of the fastest growing regions in Texas with
more than one million residents; and

WHEREAS, according to the South Texas veterans groups, state legislative and congressional leaders,
there are more than 100,000 veterans in the Rio Grande Valley; and

WHEREAS, for thousands of current and future veterans and their families from South Texas they must
travel to the nearest VA Hospital in San Antonio, which is more than 300 miles away to benefit from comprehensive
crucial medical services; and

WHEREAS, such trips for South Texas veterans to the Audie L. Murphy Memorial VA Hospital in San
Antonio, can take more than five hours by car and can represent a financial and personal hardship for them and their
families; and

WHEREAS, a valley-based VA Hospital would not only serve local veterans, but also scores of veterans
from all parts of Texas and northern Mexico, and those veterans from northern regions of the United States who
make their residence in deep South Texas during the winter months; and

WHEREAS, federal legislation currently pehding in Congress has further emphasized that the Rio Grande
Valley is deserving of a comprehensive VA Hospital complex; and

WHEREAS, the passage of Proposition 8 was essential in order to allow the State of Texas, beyond
question, to contribute to a federal initiative to build, operate and maintain veterans’ hospitals in the Valley and
elsewhere in Texas;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
WESLACO

THAT, veterans have sacrificed much to keep our country safe and secure and deserve to have ready access
to the benefits that they have earned, and Proposition 8 should improve access to medical care for Texas veterans,
especially in under-served areas such as the Rio Grande Valley, and

THAT, the City of Weslaco, through its City Commission, hereby strongly affirms by way of this
Resolution, its support and commitment to the Veterans Alliance of the Rio Grande Valley and supports the work of
the Veterans Affairs Texas Valley and Coastal Bend Health Care System, including the recent selection of a phase I
expansion of its outpatient clinic and its expansion of a new surgical center; and

THAT, the City Commission of the City of Weslaco hereby supports the expansion of health care services
of the Veterans Affairs Texas Valley Coastal Bend Health Center System; and

THAT, the City of Weslaco will work together to support the Veterans Affairs Rio Grande Valley Coastal
Bend Health Services for the expansion and creation of a VA Hospital in the Rio Grande Valley; and

THAT, copy of this Resolution be sent to Governor Rick Perry, Lt, Governor David Dewhurst and the local
state legislative delegation,

Mr. Leonardo Olivares, City Manager, stated Sarah L. Smaardyk, Associate Director
from State and Local Government Group and Brian Marshall representatives of Standard and
Poors had visited the city and with members of the City Commission and staff on June 1% to
discuss the city’s bond rating. He pointed out the Economic Development Corporation of
Weslaco had sponsored the luncheon and afterwards they had toured the city. Mr. Olivares stated
that Ms. Smaardyk and Mr. Marshall were impressed and would be contacting him of their
observations. He stated the budget sessions would soon start and was proposing adopting a zero
based budget this year. Mr. Olivares stated the city had conducted the auction and approximately
$39,000.00 had been collected from surplus property. He mentioned the Police Department was
conducting a Neighborhood Watch Program on June 3, 2010 and invited everybody to
participate.

Mary Lou Cavazos, representative of the 2010 U.S. Census stated they were still in
operation and the program would continue until July 10" and were trying to reach a goal of
100% participation. She mentioned Weslaco had gotten National attention; the employees were
collecting the information until after July 29" and they would be doing qualify contrel, re-
interviewing and checking their work.
