RESOLUTION AND ELECTION ORDER CALLING AN ELECTION IN
WESLACO, TEXAS FOR THE PURPOSE OF ELECTING TWO
COMMISSIONERS TO THE CITY COMMISSION OF WESLACO, TEXAS ONE
COMMISSIONER FOR SINGLE MEMBER DISTRICT NO. 1 AND ONE
COMMISSIONER FOR SINGLE MEMBER DISTRICT NO. 4; SATD ELECTION
TO BE HELD ON THE SECOND SATURDAY IN MAY, 2009, SATD DATE
BEING MAY 9, 2009; DESIGNATING THE VOTING PRECINCTS FOR SINGLE
MEMBER DISTRICT NO. 1 AND FOR SINGLE MEMBER DISTRICT NO. 4
FOR SAID ELECTION; DESIGNATING THE POLLING PLACES FOR SINGLE
MEMBER DISTRICT NO. 1 AND FOR SINGLE MEMBER DISTRICT NO. 4
SUCH ELECTION; SPECIFYING THE TIME THE POLLS SHALL BE OPEN;
PROVIDING FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF PRESIDING AND ALTERNATE
JUDGES AND APPOINTMENT OF AN EARLY VOTING BALLOT BOARD
FOR EARLY VOTING BALLOTS; AND PROVIDING THAT SAID ELECTION
SHALL BE CONDUCTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE LAWS OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS AND THE PERTINENT PROVISIONS OF THE CHARTER
OF WESLACO WHERE INCONSISTENT WITH THE LAWS OF TEXAS; AND
PROVIDING FOR NOTICE OF SAID ELECTION IN THE ENGLISH AND
SPANISH LANGUAGE; AND ORDAINING OTHER MATTERS RELATED TO
THE SUBJECT MATTER THEREOF.

BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDERED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF WESLACO, TEXAS, THAT:

SECTION I: An election shall be held in the City of Weslaco, Texas on the second
Saturday in May, 2009, said date being May 9, 2009.

SECTION I: The election provided for in the preceding section shall be for the
following purpose:

(1)  To elect two (2) Weslaco City Commissioners: one (1) for Single Member
District No. 1 and one (1) for Single Member District No. 4 to the City
Commission of Weslaco, Texas.

SECTION II: The election shall he held and conducted and returns thereof made in
accordance with the election laws of the State of Texas, and the Charter of the City of
Waeslaco.



SECTION 1V: The election will be conducted jointly with the Weslaco Independent
School District Board of Trustees as mandated by House Bill 1 and the Texas Education
Code Section 11.058 and in accordance with the Texas Election Code Section 271, with
the purpose of sharing common polling places. An Interlocal Agreement will be entered
into by both entities for same. The election shall be held in the following voting precincts
and at the polling places in Weslaco, Texas, and the Presiding and Alternate Judges are
hereby appointed for such polling places as shown on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and
made a part hereof for all purposes.

SECTION V: The Judges may appoint a maximum of three Clerks but not less than two
Clerks to assist at said election. The Judges and Clerks shall receive for their services in
holding said election the fees as provided for in the Texas Election Code, Article 32.091,
as amended, and Article 32.092, respectively, and other applicable provisions thereof.

SECTION VI: The preceding Weslaco Precincts are made up of all or a part of County
Precincts as such County Precincts are coterminous with Weslaco city limits lines and the
City of Weslaco Single Member Districts.

SECTION VII: The polls of the election shall be open for Voting on Election Day on
Saturday, May 9, 2009, the date of the election, from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.

SECTION VII: The election shall be conducted by the use of the Votronic Voting
System Direct Recording Electronic Voting (DRE) Machines for voting by personal
appearance and the use of paper ballots for early voting by mail. The districts listed in
Exhibit “A” are hereby designated as Voting Machine Districts for the purposes of said
election all in accordance with the provisions of the Election Code of the State of Texas.

SECTION IX: Early Voting for the election shall be conducted by Ms. Amanda C.
Elizondo, City Secretary of the City of Weslaco and the Early Voting Clerk, Janie V.
Balli as the Alternate Judge and clerks which may include temporary clerks if the Early
Voting Clerk determines that they are needed at 319 West 4", Weslaco, Texas for Early
Voting by Personal Appearance and shall remain open for at least 8 hours on each day for
early voting which is not a Saturday, a Sunday, unless a proper petition is presented to the
Early Voting Clerk pursuant to the Texas Election Code; or an official State Holiday with
the exception of two weekdays being open for at least 12 hours beginning on April 27"
continuing through May 5, 2009 as follows:

Tuesday May5"-  7:00 am. - 7:00 p.m.



The Early Voting Clerk’s address to which ballot applications and ballots voted by mail
may be mailed is City of Weslaco, 255 S. Kansas, Weslaco, Texas 78596. The Early
Voting Ballot Board Presiding Judge, Raul Cabaza, Jr., is hereby appointed to canvass
the early voting ballots in accordance with Section 87.001, as amended, Texas Election
Code. The Early Voting Ballot Board Presiding Judge shall appoint a maximum of three
clerks to serve on such board. The Early Voting Ballot Board shall tabulate the early
voting ballots and prepare the returns thereof in the manner prescribed by the Texas
Election Code. The Early Voting Clerk shall deliver all early voting ballots and ballot
envelopes to the Early Voting Ballot Board Presiding Judge during the times the polls are
open on Election Day, at the time specified by the Presiding Judge of the Board.

SECTION X: Canvassing of returns for the May 9, 2009 Election will be May 19, 2009.

SECTION XT: In the event no candidate for Commissioner for Single Member District
No. 1 or for Single Member District No. 4 receives a majority of the votes cast for, or in
the event of a tie vote for Commissioner of any of the two districts, there shall be a Run-
off Election on June 13, 2009. The election to be conducted with paper ballots if DRE
machines are not available. In such event, the same polling places as used for the General
Election are hereby designated for such Run-off Election, and the same Presiding Judges
and election officials are hereby designated for such Run-off Election, which Run-off
Election shall comply with al! the rules of the Texas Election Code and the Charter of the
City of Weslaco. Notice of such election shall be given in accordance with the Texas
Election Code. The candidate for each respective office receiving the majority of votes
shall be declared elected. In the event of a tie, the winner of such election shall be
determined by drawing by lot.

SECTION XTI: All candidates for such offices shall file their applications with the City
Secretary in the manner required by the Charter, not later than sixty-one (61) days prior
to such election.

SECTION XIII: A copy of this Resolution, signed by the Mayor and attested by the City
Secretary, shall be posted at City Hall upon its passage. A copy of the Order of Election -
shall be published at least one time in The Monitor (English and Spanish) not earlier than
thirty (30) days nor later than ten (10) days before said election. The postings and
publications provided for in this Section shall constitute notice of said election, in
accordance with applicable law.

SECTION XTV: The Order of Election, all notices, official publications, ballots, sample
ballots and voter instructions used in connection with this election shall be printed in both
the English and Spanish Language.

SECTION XV: The Mayor and City Commission shall appoint the Election Judges in
the manner prescribed by law. The Mayor may act for the City Commissioners in the
event any emergency appointments are necessary. The City Secretary is hereby
authorized to carry out all necessary acts and requirements as delegated to such office by
the Texas Election Code.
