I. CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Mayor Wise called the meeting to order.  

II. ROLL CALL/ESTABLISH A QUORUM

Amanda C. Elizondo, City Secretary called the roll; Commissioner Robert J. Garza 
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and Commissioner Rene Rodríguez, Jr. were absent and a quorum was established. 

III. INVOCATION/PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE  

Howard Bloomquist, Chaplain of the Weslaco Police Department gave the 
invocation. Mayor Wise recited the Pledge of Allegiance and the Texas Flag.  

IV. CONSENT AGENDA

NOTICE TO THE PUBLIC

The following items are of a routine or administrative nature.  The City Commission has 
been furnished with background and support material on each item, and/or it had been 
discussed at a previous meeting.

B. Discussion and consideration to approve Resolution No. 2010-30 to 
appoint one member to the Ambulance Advisory Board. Possible action.  

Motion was made by Commissioner Tafolla to appoint Leticia Lopez to the 
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Ambulance Advisory Board. Motion failed due to a lack of a second. 

Motion was made by Commissioner Rivera and seconded by Mayor Pro-Tem 
Cuellar to keep the Ambulance Advisory Board position open. Motion carried 
unanimously, (4-0). Mayor Wise was present, but not voting.

Motion carried 
unanimously, (4-0). Mayor Wise was present, but not voting. 

G. Discussion and consideration to approve Amendment No. 1 to the

51-000056 to extend the project expiration date to January 31, 2012.  
Possible action.  

Mr. Olivares stated this would allow the Valley Nature Center to raise the needed 
funds for the project in the amount of $1.5 million.   

Motion was made by Commissioner Tafolla and seconded by Mayor Pro-Tem 
Cuellar to approve Amendment No. 1 to the Weslaco Rio Grande Valley Nature Center 
Project Agreement No. 51-000056 to extend the project expiration date to January 31, 
2012. Motion carried unanimously, (4-0). Mayor Wise was present, but not voting. 

H. Discussion and consideration to approve Ordinance No. 2010-22 
dedicating previously dedicated drainage right-of-ways in Lin’s Grand 
Buffet-Weslaco Subdivision, Westgate Village Mobile Home Subdivision II 
and Westgate Village Mobile Home Subdivision as Drainage Right of Way 
and Utility Easements and ordaining other matters with respect to the 
subject matter hereof.

Mr. Olivares recommended doing some minor modifications on the façade and 
present the change plus a cost estimate to the City Commission at the next meeting.

Cuellar to change the façade of the Valley Nature Center Environmental Education 
Center.  Motion carried unanimously, (4-0). Mayor Wise was present, but not voting. 

J. Discussion and consideration to grant a 15 foot Electrical Utility Easement 
out of Lot 9, Block 3, Mid Valley Park Subdivision to American Electric 
Power (AEP) and authorize the Mayor to execute the easement. Possible 
action.  

Mr. Olivares reported staff worked with AEP to obtain the proper utility easement 
to connect the Federal Inspection Facility at the Mid Valley Airport.  He recommended 
approval of the item.

P. Status report from Hernan Gonzalez, Executive Director of the Economic 
Development Corporation of Weslaco regarding economic activities.  
Possible action.  

Hernan Gonzales, Executive Director of the Economic Development Corporation 
of Weslaco reported the following:  

1) SDI / Olive Garden - SDI had awarded a contract to U.S. Builders to construct a 
shell to house Olive Garden Restaurant and was expected to be open in the spring 
of 2011.

2) Weslaco Hills - The construction was progressing well and the expected 
completion date was June 2011.

3) Weslaco Inn - The hotel was scheduled to be completed by November 30, 2010 and 
would consist of 684 rooms.

4) La Abuella – They were expanding the facility and had modernized their 
equipment.

5) Maverick Industrial Services - Maverick continued to grow in Weslaco.  They 
provide commercial laundry services for healthcare industries. A document 
shredding business was housed at this location. The EDC provided a loan for the 
new equipment.

6) Pimiento’s and José’s Cafecito - Pimiento’s Restaurant opened at the former City 
National Bank Building. José’s Cafecito reopened under new management.  

7) Sales Tax - The sales tax receipts for October 2010 reflected a 3.34% increase over 
the same period last year. The outlook continues to be positive.

Q. Status Report from Martha Noell, Executive Director of the Weslaco Area 
Chamber of Commerce regarding chamber activities. Possible action.  

Martha Noell, Executive Director of the Weslaco Area Chamber of Commerce 
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stated preparations were underway for the Christmas Lighting Parade scheduled for 
Thursday, December 9, 2010. She reported on the Annual Luncheon and Awards 
Ceremony and the 75th Birthday Celebration for the Weslaco Area Chamber of 
Commerce. Mrs. Noell stated the marketing in Mexico had become critical. She added 
they had started the flyer distribution at the bridges in Hidalgo County. Mrs. Noell 
pointed out they would continue to advertise Weslaco in Monterrey, Mexico; participated 
in several conferences and were working on the Nature Festival in Harlingen and Travel 
Fair in McAllen. She stated they had hosted the reception for the Broken Promise 
Premier.  

VIII. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

A. City Manager’s report: Financial Status, Departmental Update, Upcoming 
Meetings, Appointments and other items.  

Mr. Olivares stated the city had transition into a new health insurance program 
with Aetna and were in the process of enrolling employees into the Voluntary Separation 
Plan. He mentioned staff had completed two days of training on performance 
measurements. 

B. Status report on the Legislative Program prepared by Elvia Caballero 
Lopez, City of Weslaco’s Lobbist.  

Mr. Olivares stated there were some issues that the state legislature would be 
reviewing in January and had asked the department heads and other people from the 
community to submit items for legislative consideration by the next City Commission 
meeting of November 2nd.

C. Report on the Biennial 2011 Legislative Tour of the Valley.

Mr. Olivares stated this would allow legislators, representatives and senators to 
visit the valley and individual cities on January 2nd through January 23, 2011. He 
mentioned there were different level of sponsorship and recommended for the city to 
participate in this event.

IX. PUBLIC COMMENTS

There were no public comments from the audience.

Motion was made by Mayor Pro-Tem Cuellar and seconded by Commissioner 
Rivera to authorize the City Attorney to file an answer regarding Cause No. C-3002-10-J, 
Jesus Munoz vs. City of Weslaco, Texas District Court, Hidalgo County, Texas 430th 
District Court Judicial District of Texas. Motion carried unanimously (4-0), Mayor 
present, but not voting.

B. Discussion with the City Manager regarding the purchase of 17 acre feet of 
municipal use water rights as authorized by Section 551.072 of the Texas 
Government Code.

Mayor Wise announced that no action was required at this time and preceded 
with the following items under New Business. 

L. Discussion and consideration to approve Ordinance No. 2010-23 on one 
reading as allowed by State law authorizing not to exceed the issuance of 
$5,250,000.00 City of Weslaco, Texas limited Tax Refunding Bonds, Series 
2010; a purchase contract; a paying agent/registrar agreement; delegating 
the authority to certain city officials and city staff to execute certain 
documents relating to the sale of the bonds; and approving all other 
matters related thereof. Possible action. 

Cris Vela, Vice President of First Southwest Company, gave a presentation of the 
refunding of the City of Weslaco’s Tax & Waterworks & Sewer System (Limited Pledge) 
Revenue Certificates of Obligation, Series 1999. He highlighted the following information: 
Original Principal Amount - $8,290,000; Proposed Principal Refunded was $4,955,000, 
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Proposed Refunded Maturities for 2011-2019, Projected Interest Rate of 3.17%, resulting 
in a saving of $224,395.84. Mr. Vela also highlighted the following information relating to 
the Proposed Refunded Bonds: Tax & Waterworks & Sewer System (Limited Pledge) 
Revenue Certificates of Obligation, Series 1999 for the Proposed Refunded Bonds: 
Waterworks and Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 1998: Original Principal Amount - 
$5,930,000, Proposed Principal Refunded - $2,795,000, Proposed Refunded Maturities 
2011-2017, Projected Utility Refunding Analysis Uniform Savings and Interest Rate of 
3.00% resulting in a saving of $99,127.50. He explained the process involved in preparing 
the refunding of the bonds and method of sale.

Mr. Olivares recommended approval to save the citizens some money and this was 
not to issue bonds only to refinance the existing bonds.  

Motion was made by Mayor Pro-Tem Cuellar and seconded by Commissioner 
Rivera to approve and adopt Ordinance No. 2010-23 on first and final reading as allowed 
by State law authorizing the refinancing of 1998 Wastewater Bonds not to exceed 
$5,250,000.00 a purchase contract; a paying agent/registrar agreement; delegating the 
authority to certain city officials and city staff to execute certain documents relating to the 
sale of the bonds; and approving all other matters related thereof. Motion carried 
unanimously, (4-0). Mayor Wise was present, but not voting.
